Joint Meeting
November 14, 2009

Those Present:

The meeting was called to order by the President, Mary Butler at 10:00 a.m.

Final plans for the Christmas Party to be held at 6:30 on December 7, 2009 at Ferre’ Restaurant were discussed. The auction
at the party was discussed and a minimum bid of $100.00 was set for the Orchid Wiz program. The company that donated the
program only asked that their name be included in the 2010 directory, with proceeds of the sale going to the Society.
Minimum bids on the other items were to be investigated and set before the party.

A distribution method for the orchids for the party was discussed. It was decided that each orchid will have a number and
people will draw a number from a bowl when they arrive, giving everyone an equal chance to receive a nice orchid.

Mary Butler proposed that the members explore the possibility of sharing orders with GNTOS for raffle plants to get
wholesale prices. It was decided to explore how that could be done. It was noted that to stimulate the sale of raffle tickets in
2010 there will be separate raffles for each plant.

The spring sale will be held March 13 and 14™, 2010, again coinciding with the Butterfly Exhibit at the FW Botanical
Gardens.

The fall sale will be held September 25, 2010. Discussion revolved around the possibility of taking part in the FWBG sale.
The expectation would be that members could sell orchids, and the Society would purchase some to sell. There would be no
rental fee and possibly more revenue. It was decided to discuss the plan with the membership at the January 2010 meeting.

The fall show/sale will take place on October 23 and 24, 2010 during the Japanese Fall Festival at the FWBG. SWROGA is
interested in participating in the event. It would involve renting more space for the meeting but it would give publicity to our
Society. The board will pursue the opportunity.

The GNTOS holds auctions of donated items several times a year and has a covered dish meal. The members will be asked to
discuss the possibility of doing something like that, perhaps once each year, and also of having some joint functions with
GNTOS.

In an effort to reach younger orchid lovers and to add to our membership it was suggested that the Society create a Facebook
Account to be maintained by one of the members. At no expense to the Society we could make ourselves known and possibly
have culture tips, a question and answer section, and other encouragements for growers. We will seek volunteers to explore
this at the January meeting.

Janet von Kohn introduced the idea of recognizing hard working members by having members keep track of hours
volunteered for the Society using the honor system. Bobbye talked of the Above and Beyond Award. The ideas will be
presented to the membership at the January meeting.

The 2009 Greenhouse Tour was not well attended. Ideas to generate more interest will be considered.

Additional items were brought up concerning how to increase interest in orchid growing. Some of those discussed were
reinstituting workshops or groups for newcomers. The possibility of approaching the floral departments of major grocery
stores such as Central Market, with some way for them to have information about our Society and culture information on

hand was also discussed.

The meeting adjourned at 11:30 a.m. The next meeting will be held in January 2010.
